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the parks path, an alabama golf destination

The Alabama State Park system

boasts six golf courses at various parks

around the state ranging from the

mountains to the coast. They are

located at Joe Wheeler, Oak

Mountain, Lakepoint, Roland

Cooper, Lake Guntersville  and

Gulf State Parks. The five 18-hole

courses and one 9-hole course have each

been renamed to reflect the character of

the respective golf course and its

surroundings. Additionally, the overall

system has been re-branded as a new trail

of sorts. The new name, The Parks Path,

was chosen to clearly maintain the

park’s affiliation while trying to reveal 

the similarities amongst the group of

courses. All six of the courses offer 

well-maintained fairways and

greens, fully-stocked pro shops,

clubhouses with snack bars, 

on-site resort or cottage-style

lodging and challenging layouts in a

scenic, natural setting. Plus, The Parks

Path courses are great values for the

quality of golf, especially with the Parks

Path Gift Card, which provides an 

18-hole round of golf at each of the six

courses for just $75.

the shoals, muscle shoals/florence

The Shoals offers 36 holes in northwest
Alabama. The Fighting Joe course, named
the best new course by GOLF Magazine in
2005, runs along the Tennessee River and
measures 8,072 yards. Length will present
the biggest challenge, as the rolling fairways
are pretty straightforward. The Schoolmaster
course is a bit more challenging with more
narrow fairways and protected greens.

ross bridge, hoover/birmingham

Just outside Birmingham, located a few
miles from Oxmoor Valley is the Trail’s only
single course facility. Measuring 8,184
yards, the stadium-style course offers
spectacular views and a “big-shouldered,
muscular” layout. It’s not for the weak at
heart. But the on-site luxury hotel and spa
offer a nice respite from a challenging day
on the links.

In just over two decades, Alabama

has gone from a relatively unknown

golfing destination to one of the “top

ten trips in the world” according to

Frequent Flyer Magazine and “some of the

best public golf on earth,” according to

The New York Times. Since the inception of

the Robert Trent Jones Golf Trail in

1993, Alabama has steadily been

climbing the ladder of success – now

playing host annually to thousands and

thousands of visitors from throughout

the United States and all over the world.

The efforts to encourage economic

growth and boost tourism in the state

have been a resounding success.

Weaving its way throughout the

state – from the Appalachian foothills

in the north to the sparkling waters of

the Gulf of Mexico in the south, a total

of 468 spectacular holes at 11 sites

represents one of the greatest public

golf course projects ever constructed

anywhere in the world. Over 100 miles

of championship golf were built to

stand the test of time. The courses were

designed by Mr. Jones with two major

objectives in mind: to challenge the

world’s best golfers for years to come

and to provide an enjoyable round for

the casual or beginning player. Here’s a

look at the individual sites on the Trail.
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hampton cove, huntsville

This northern site on the Trail is one of the
most unique. It features two completely
different championship layouts and an 
18-hole links-style Short Course. The
Highlands features beautiful vegetation and
lots of elevation changes, while the River is
flat, yet scenic, as it winds its way along
the Flint River. It is also the only
RTJ design with no bunkers.

oxmoor valley, birmingham

The Oxmoor Valley site combines
the spectacular views and tremendous
elevational changes of the Ridge Course with
the peaceful serenity of the Valley Course.
The Ridge is densely wooded with rolling
fairways. Its greens have been renovated to
tone down some of their severe undulation.
The Valley offers sparkling lakes and a
challenging uphill finishing hole.

silver lakes, anniston/gadsden

Located amidst the scenic splendor of 
the Talladega National Forest, Silver 
Lakes sports three of the most beautiful 
and challenging nines. Heartbreaker is
considered the toughest nine on the Trail;
Backbreaker offers breathtaking vistas; and

Mindbreaker demands precision. The
nine-hole Short Course features

water on seven holes.

grand national, auburn/opelika

Frequently honored over the years,
this first Trail site to open for play was

praised by Mr. Jones as the greatest site for a
golf course he had ever seen. Featuring 
two of the most challenging courses on 
the Trail, Links and Lake (both among Golf

Digest’s Best New Courses in 1993), plus an
on-site resort hotel, this Trail location is a
golfer’s dream come true.

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capitol hill, prattville

This locale, just north of Montgomery, has
three 18-hole full length courses. The
Senator, a links course with huge pot
bunkers and soaring mounds, hosts the
LPGA in the Yokohama Tire Classic each
year; the Legislator features tall pines and
the famous Sky Bridge; and the Judge
offers one of the most spectacular
first tee shots anywhere.

highland oaks, dothan

In Alabama’s southeast corner, this
site is known for its tremendous length
and shimmering lakes. The Marshwood nine
trumpets the longest hole on the Trail, the
701-yard par-5 sixth; Highlands is wide open
but many lakes come into play; and Magnolia
features the massive, signature trees and a
1,000 foot wooden bridge. The nine-hole
Short Course offers spectacular greens.

cambrian ridge, greenville

South of Montgomery, this 36-hole complex
is one of the true jewels of the Trail. The
Canyon’s changes in elevation include a 
200-foot drop from tee to fairway; Sherling
runs along the lake and features a double-
green on nine; and the Loblolly nine boasts

stately pines and undulating fairways.
The nine-hole Short Course is

nestled perfectly along the lake.

magnolia grove, mobile

Home to the Mobile Bay LPGA
Classic, the Crossings course is well-

known to golfing fans around the world.
The hilly terrain and elevated greens are a
challenge. The 18-hole Falls course features
massive bunkers and exciting greens. Both
were recently renovated to create more
player friendly layouts. The Short Course is
ranked 4th in the world by GOLF Magazine.

This

scenic beauty paired with the

topographical challenges play 

a distinct role in the golf

experiences in the region. 

The Robert Trent Jones Golf Trail

sites in the region are truly unique. In

the northwest corner is one of the

newest locales along the 22 year old golf

trail. It’s a 36-hole complex, aptly

named The Shoals, since the cities of

Muscle Shoals, Florence, Sheffield, and

Tuscumbia form the area collectively

known as “The Shoals.” The Shoals golf

site features two championship courses,

the Fighting Joe course, the first Trail

course over 8,000 yards, and the

Schoolmaster course. Fighting Joe is

on every list of top ten courses

you can play. A more

picturesque site would be hard

to find. Situated along the

banks of the Tennessee River,

many of the holes offer a spectacular

view of the water. The clubhouse is

perched atop the highest point on the

river, offering a panoramic view. The

Shoals is typical of the Trail – great

value, pristine conditions, challenging

golf, and great customer service. 

Also in the Shoals area, Blackberry

Trail in Florence is a sporty little layout

with 18 holes of golf boasting more than

Lush

new greens are the hallmark, featuring

TifEagle Bermuda surfaces that can be

both fast and treacherous. Cypress

Lakes Golf and Tennis in Muscle Shoals

is another fun test of golf. The facility

features a beautiful championship

course with new Mini Verde greens and

six hydro-clay tennis courts. And just

down the road is one of the six Alabama

State Park golf courses at Joe Wheeler

State Park in Rogersville. It offers an

18-hole course, designed by legendary

architect Earl Stone. One of Stone’s

early efforts, it’s a fun open course

that’s also got some bite from the tips. It

plays around the shores of Wheeler

Lake, offering relaxing scenery to

accompany your round. The park also

offers an on-site lodge, perfect for a

golf getaway.

Farther east in Decatur, Point

Mallard Park is a complete family

recreational facility, offering great

outdoor activities like you've never

experienced! Point Mallard Park lies

hidden among North Alabama's densely

wooded pines. Golfers will, of course,

choose to play on the completely

renovated 18-hole championship golf

course. It’s almost 7,000 yards long

from the tips and offers world-class

Bermuda greens. 

These northwest courses, including

the newest addition to the RTJ Golf

Trail, link directly to the other Trail site

in the extreme northern part of the

state, Hampton Cove in Huntsville.

Two totally different experiences await

at Hampton Cove with the Highlands

and the River courses. The Highlands is

a Scottish-links style course where

Japanese black pines, massive oaks,

dogwoods and crepe myrtle abound. It’s

very picturesque, even featuring an old

mule barn adjacent to the 5th hole that

has become quite a conversation piece

over the years. And the River Course

has the distinction of being the only

Robert Trent Jones design without a

single bunker. The course was laid out

on a former soybean plantation at the

Cherokee Ridge Country Club, Union Grove,

Great care was used to incorporate the

wonders of Mother Nature into the

scheme of things, showcased by the

enormous old oak tree behind the 18th

green... reputedly over 250 years old!

Northeast of Huntsville is one of

the more popular settings for golf at

Goose Pond Colony in Scottsboro.

Located on the banks of Lake

Guntersville, this laid-back resort

features two 18-hole championship golf

courses, cozy lakeside cottages, a lodge,

restaurant, campground, and full-

service marina. The two courses

available are the Colony and the

Plantation. The Colony is a George

Cobb design that sports views of the

water from every hole.  The Plantation

course is known for pristine greens,

open fairways, and numerous hazards.

Guntersville, just a bit south of

Scottsboro, and the locale of several

championship golf courses, is situated

perfectly to be a home base for a golf

vacation to the northeast corner of

Alabama. Eighteen masterfully crafted

holes covering just under 6,900 yards

and offering awe-inspiring beauty, with

a choice of difficulty ranging from

moderate to pretty darn tough, are what

you’ll find at Gunter’s Landing.

It’s fairly traditional in design

with water coming into play often and

bunkers strategically located to snare

that errant shot. The final area course

of note is the former private country

club, Cherokee Ridge. The scenic

course is nestled in the rolling

Appalachian foothills. It is a tree-lined

layout with narrow Bermuda fairways

and large undulating Bentgrass greens.

It’s one of twelve courses in the state

operated by Alabama’s own Honours

Golf Company, well-known for quality

conditioning and service. The seven

bedroom lakehouse at Cherokee Ridge

makes it a great stay and play location.

The North Region is also home to

one of the top-rated courses in the

state, Limestone Springs. The Jerry

Pate design is currently ranked the 2nd

best public course in Alabama by GOLF

Magazine. It’s located in the small town of

Oneonta, just 45 minutes north of

Birmingham. Limestone Springs plays

out along rolling hills and peaceful

valleys. Ancient limestone rock

formations and stately old oaks form the

backdrop of the layout.
